Led Zeppelin, Pink Floyd, Jimi Hendrix, Thin Lizzy
Lindos, Rhodes 20 & 21/06/2008

All right, it may have only been Letz Zep, Think Floyd, Are You Experienced and Limehouse Lizzy but the looks and the all important sound was just the same. Having seen the real Floyd several times since 1973 and the real Zeppelin at Knebworth in 1979 these guys recreate the music in a very professional way. We have seen five different Floyd tribute bands (including the Aussie Floyd) and six different Zeppelin tribute bands (including the all girl Lez Zeppelin from New York) and we believe Think Floyd and Letz Zep are the best. There is still a fair amount of snobbery in the music world concerning tribute bands but if the music is good enough to stand the test of time after 40 years and more and there is a demand from an audience of all ages then why not? The violinist Nigel Kennedy is not regarded as a Vivaldi tribute act and the LSO and other orchestras and not regarded as tribute musicians. Classical music has stood the test of time and great Rock music performed by expert musicians will also.
The two main shows in Lindos were executed superbly. Think Floyd played a rousing set including Echoes and Atom Heart Mother and an unexpected On an Island by Dave Gilmour in homage to the great man who’s villa overlooked the venue. They also played Dark Side of the Moon to a full moon shimmering on the Aegean Sea. Letz Zep played the usual favourites including Kashmir and a superb violin bow Dazed and Confused. Billy Kulke has a fantastic stage presence and as Robert Plant said "I walked in, I Saw Me!!!" Are You Experienced? with John Campbell IS Jimi Hendrix reincarnated albeit with a Brummie speaking voice. The guitar playing was fantastic and just as good as Stevie Ray Vaughans versions of Hendrix. Limehouse Lizzy put on a rousing performance and once again were fronted by someone with plenty of charisma in Wayne Ellis. These guys rock.
You can stick your wet and muddy UK festivals. Sun, sea, sand and Rock ‘n Roll is where it’s at. Roll on RhodesRock ‘09.
